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Nomination Categories for Year End Awards

Awards will be presented at the Year-End Awards Banquet

Rules:

1. All riders must be TBHSA members.

2. There is a one-time $10 nomination fee for each horse and rider combination that wishes to self-nominate.  This fee makes the combination eligible to win in all categories in which it is qualified to accrue points. This one-time fee carries for the entire show season.

3. Nominations MUST be paid on or before July 7, 2010.  After that date (third Wednesday Night Schooling Show), only nominees will continue to have their points accrue.  There will be no exceptions.

4. Ties will be broken by points accrued at the Fall Show, except as otherwise noted.

5. Each horse and rider combination will be awarded a show season number, and the horse and rider’s name and number MUST BE consistent at all shows, otherwise, points will NOT count.
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Points:

1. Riders will earn points as follows: 1st place = 6 points, 2nd place = 5 points, etc.  If there are less than 6 riders in the class, the points will correspond to the number of riders in the class. If there are 3 riders in the class, 1st place will be worth 3 points, etc.  If there is only one rider in a class, one point will be awarded to that rider.
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Horse of the Year 
(No nomination fee)
Awarded to the horse that accrues the most points throughout the show season. Points count from all TBHSA sponsored shows. 

· All owners and riders must be TBHSA members.

· The horse must be nominated in the Horse of the Year category; however, points will accrue in all divisions in which the horse is nominated.

· A horse may only win once in its career with the same owner.

· There is no nomination fee.
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Trainer of the Year
 (No nomination fee)






Awarded to the trainer whose students accrue the most points throughout the show season. Points will count from all TBHSA sponsored shows. 

· Any trainer must be a TBHSA member.

· All students must be TBHSA members.

· The trainer’s points are accrued against his/her nominated students’ placement.

· There is no nomination fee, but the trainer must be nominated for the award.

· Trainers must provide a list of their students that are accruing points.
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High Point Award 
(No nomination fee)

Awarded to the horse and rider combination that accrues the most points throughout the show season. Points count from all TBHSA sponsored shows. High Point and Reserve High Point Awards are presented. 

· The horse/rider combination must be nominated for at least one division to accrue points, but may be nominated for, and accrue points in, unlimited divisions. 

· All riders must be TBHSA members.

· There is no nomination fee.
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Restricted Cross Rails
Awarded to the horse and rider combination that accrues the most Hunter class points throughout the show season. Year-end awards are presented to 1st – 6th place.
