Old Business:

New Business: Dauphin County 4-H has requested to rent our equipment (jumps, gaming, trail, etc) for the Dauphin Co Fair. They will pick the jumps up from the field Aug 11 and return them to the field Aug 13. 
 During the course of the show set up it was discovered that one of the grey picket fences for the jump course has been broken. It is believed the fence was broken during the CATRA show. It was also noted that one of the brackets on the wagon has been damaged along with one of the garage door tracks on the equipment shed. It is believed that CATRA was responsible for this damage as well. The rental contract will be reviewed to see if damages can be billed to the renters. 

 Lynn Witmer advised that since the trail bridge was repainted it is very slippery and we should consider applying a treatment to the bridge to resolve that.   

Open Discussion: Lynn Witmer asked that we clarify the rules that we use to judge the classes. We should list if we follow AQHA, USEF, 4H, etc so the exhibitors can be prepared when they show. She also asked that we make an effort to obtain certified judges. Jess Berman explained that most of our judges do carry some kind of certification and we also rely on references. If we have complaints against a judge they are noted and we try to avoid the judge in the future.
