Jerry Yohn reported that he had a request from the Arabian Games organization for the rental of our jumps. The jumps would be returned before our July 2, 2010 horse show. Kelly Bugden moved that we allow the Arabian Games group to rent the jumps. Heidi Courneya seconded it. The motion carried.
