TWIN BROOKS NEWSLETTER
January-February 2009
This newsletter is a combination of information from the January and February 2009 meetings.

Secretary Minutes from read and approved.  Treasurer Report read and approved.  

Treasurer requested a budget meeting to determine what would be spent on a variety of costs (signs, ribbons, printing, postage, office supplies and upgrades to the property).   Sue also requested independent audits of the accounting.  Volunteers who are accountants have offered to audit the treasury reports. 
Membership Report – 43 memberships for 2009.  Lynn plans on sending mass emails to encourage members to re-join by the end of March, and will continue to hold the membership drawings at Twin Brooks events.

Show Committee – Diane Cicak (717-903-8543) and Marisa Chew (717-469-7390) - Show Committee Co-Chairs for 2009 .  Terri requested a copy of all show flyers/prize lists to make a booklet to handout at the Horse Expo.  Marisa Chew will order ribbons for the 2009 season.

Long Range Planning Committee – No update.

Correspondence – none.
Old Business – Ring specs and quotes have been discussed.  Ideas were speculated on for footing, universal choice is sand or blue stone or a combination of both.  No wood products in the footing since the wood eventually rots and packs and will ruin the drainage.

It was determined at the February meeting to look at how we’re going to fund this project before we request quotes from local businesses.

Ring Sponsor – announced the name of the local business who would like to sponsor the lower ring for naming rights at $1500 per year.  Twin Brooks would need to determine signage (including cost and placement), would there need to be a written agreement, and other questions.  Motion made and carried to have several members of the organization meet with the company representative to hash out the details and insure both parties can hold up their end of any agreement.

Sponsorships – The sponsorship banners must be hung on the fence rails/ring fences before the shows start.  The sponsors paid to have the banners hung and we must hold up to our end of the agreement.  American flag will also be put up before any shows in 2009.

New Business - Twin Brooks will be sharing booth space at the February 2009 Horse Expo with the East Coast Trail Riding Association (ECTRA).  Funds were approved for printing purchase to print handouts for this event.  The printing will include a booklet of prize lists, the full show schedule, and a tri-fold brochure that would include a mini-membership form.  The brochure could also be stocked at local tack shops.  We’re still looking for volunteers to staff the booth for both Twin Brooks and ECTRA at the Horse Expo 26 Feb – 1 Mar.  If you are interested contact Jim Theurer to get on the volunteer schedule.

Discussed and approved printing of the by-laws in an envelope sized booklet to mail to new and renewing members along with their membership cards.

The IRS paperwork for the 501C3 application should have been completed by the end of December 2008.

Exhibitor numbers for 2009 show season will be new.  All participants will receive a new number for 2009.

Reminder – the fees per class at the horse shows has been raised from $8.00 to $10.00.

One of our members has asked that the Rick Pelicano “Bombproof Your Horse Clinc” be held during 2009.  We would need 10 more commitments for the clinic before we will schedule it.  Due to Mr. Pelicano’s cost, we need to ensure that we will have the full 25 participants in order to hold the clinic.

Approval was given to purchase a limited amount of flowers and foliage for the jump course.

Since none of our members would like to take over the food stand for the 2009 show season, we have started to offer it to volunteer type organization.  The Dog’s Den (www.doggieden.com) has chosen several dates and have great food.  More to come later on their selected dates and the menu of great items they will have available on show days.  CART has also chosen several dates, and we’re looking forward to their food options as well!  Since Twin Brooks pays for the equipment, gas and electricity there is a charge of $100 per show to the fundraising organization.  However, Twin Brooks will purchase volunteer meals from that organization, so they would get most of the $100 fee back.
