Special Committee Reports:

Show Committee – Diane Cicak (717-903-8543) and Marisa Chew (717-469-7390) - Show Committee Co-Chairs for 2009.  Hollywood Horse and Tack donated an exceptional saddle stand to the organization to provide as a prize.  The stand will be displayed at all of the shows this season and the drawing will be held at the Fall Show.  The stand was donated in exchange for a sponsorship on the TB web page.  A picture of the saddle stand is show on the web page.
We are on track for the Fall Show and for the Extreme Trail Event.  Diane Cicak is the show manager for the Fall Show, Marisa Chew is the show manager for the Extreme Trail Event.  Please see the attached flyers for more information and updates to both events.  We are looking for volunteers to help set up for both of these events.  Set up for the Fall Show  will be Sep 26 and set up for the Extreme Trail is 19 Sep.  Please contact the respective show managers (phone numbers listed above) for more information.  Since the course walk with the judge for Extreme Trail is expected to start at 4 pm on the 19th we will be on the grounds at 9 am to start setting up the obstacles.  Spectators at Extreme Trail are encouraged to sit on the hill at the main ring to give all a great view of the obstacles!
The Fall Show will include a Hunter Classic with 10 payback classes sponsored by Kuntz and Son.  See attached flyer.
While you are attending the shows and events at the Twin Brooks grounds, please make sure to support the concession stand.  This season the kitchen is being run by different vendors who are working for funds for their non-profit organizations.
Publicity Committee – Our Extreme Trail Event has been advertised in the Lancaster Farmer.  They will also add the Fall Show to the advertisement.  
Future Direction Committee  – Applying for grants that would help fund the renovations needed for the lower ring as well as fix drainage conditions in several areas of the fields and parking lots.

Correspondence – none.
Old Business – The Hanoverdale Agway has provided a generous sponsorship in exchange for naming rights for the lower ring.  Agway will continue to provide this sponsorship yearly.  We are having a 4 X 8 sign made to install at the lower ring.  The sign is almost complete as we were waiting for input from Ben at Agway.  It should be installed at the lower ring by the Fall Show.
The electrician has completed preliminary work on the lighting at the main ring.  He is waiting until the show season is over to make the bigger changes that will keep the lights going for several more years.  We are also getting an estimate on lighting for the lower ring.  

The original bathrooms are in the process of being moved to an area between the two rings.

New Business – A volunteer recognition program is in the planning stages.  The initial thought is that volunteer hours could be tracked and points awarded to be used for classes at shows, food at the concession stand or could possibly be given to a family member or other member of the organization.  Full policy will be in place January 2010.
