TWIN BROOKS NEWSLETTER

March 2009

Meeting called to order at 7 pm.  Secretary Minutes from read and approved.  Treasurer Report not available.  Meeting date had been rescheduled from original 1st Monday due to extreme cold temperatures. 

Membership Report – 60 memberships for 2009.  Show Committee – Diane Cicak (717-903-8543) and Marisa Chew (717-469-7390) - Show Committee Co-Chairs for 2009.  Ribbons counted and ordered, include Year End and Division Awards.  Some of the larger ribbons will be on display during the show season.  Discussed Division Championships, will do the same nomination process as last year.  Only two changes in the nomination process – changed an age division and the Western Division.  We don’t have the prize lists yet for the ADT, the Dressage Show and the Driving Show.    

Long Range Planning Committee – Now called the Future Directions Committee:  At the April meeting the committee will present information on priorities for the grounds, shows, organization image, and a survey form which will help us set goals for the future.  Once the surveys are reviewed and tallied, we will have a prize drawing from all the surveys received within the requested timeframe.

Correspondence – none.

Old Business – Obtained food stand vendors for ½ the scheduled events.  Still working on getting vendors for some of the other events.

Need to finish the bathrooms prior to April 19.  Either contact the original builder, or see if we’ve already purchased the supplies and get them installed.

Motion made and carried to provide a Labelmaker and related supplies. 

New Business - Twin Brooks had a very successful event at the February 2009 Horse Expo.  We passed out a lot of information, had a winner for our drawing (prize was a full show day of free entries).  

Camp Muckleratz trail ride flyers are included in this newsletter.  

The MOU with CART has been signed and returned to them.  We will keep a signed copy on file.  The MOU allows CART to use the grounds in case of local emergencies.

Outside lighting will be tested and if needed repaired before the first evening show, including the field lights.

The Fall/Winter banquet will be held on Nov7.  More to come on that later!

The Extreme Trail (Cowboy Association) is a  Nationwide association that sanctions these types of events and the participants accrue points in the competitions.  We are considering joining the organization and having our very popular Extreme Trail event sanctioned for the following reasons:  The obstacles are the same type that we already use.  We would be in the Northern Division and would be the first organization in that Division, and the first organization to hold this event North of North Carolina.  

There are strict rules on age groups and levels, and the expected riding style is western.   We would need 2 judges per day.  There is a $200 fee to get sanctioned, but those members at the meeting passed a motion to join the organization for $65 so we can get the rule books and other information.  Terri will find out what the current schedules are to see if it would pay us to get the sanction this year.

Controlled Parking – since many of the events are getting so well attended we will have to look at some way of controlling parking so folks are not parked so haphazardly or taking up more space than is needed.

Need to address the property line – Neighbors are encroaching on the property line as it is not marked 10 feet past the white fence.  The fence was installed off the property line to give us room to maintain the area, but neighbors are seeding and mowing the extra 10 feet of property.  Need to look at the neighbors and twin brooks pins and “monuments”.  Larry is reviewing our plot plan.  Neighbors should be and will be notified that they are infringing on the organization property and should cease any care of that property, as well as not using it as part of their yard, etc.

Reminder – the fees per class at the horse shows has been raised from $8.00 to $10.00.
