Since the organization has adopted a new set of bylaws and re-incorporated, we will no longer include a separate board meeting.  The monthly meeting will be held at 7:00 pm at the Show Grounds the first Monday of every month.  The meetings will be held throughout the year instead of March through November as we have done in the past.  In the winter months, it sometimes is necessary to hold the meeting at an alternative location.  If the monthly meeting is held in a different location other than the show grounds we will try to announce the new location as early as possible.

Board Report:   Discussion continued at both meetings on footing for the lower ring.  Excavators will be contacted to provide estimates on removing the current grass surface, establishing a drainage system and determining and installing appropriate footing materials.  Along with the footing concerns, the drainage area into the parking lot will be repaired, and we need to purchase a new section of fence for the lower ring.

Replacement or extensive repairs for the water wagon were approved.  Jerry Yohn will follow-up.

Management of the concession stand for 2009 is available.  If any members would like to take over the food stand for the 2009 show season, please contact Teresa Brantner (469-1440) to let her know you are interested in discussing managing the food stand.  Otherwise, it will be offered to several charity organizations as a fund raiser, or we will contact a local food vendor and contract with their company for a percentage of the profits.  

We are looking at several local businesses for advertising partnerships.  The businesses could possibly provide funding for grounds repairs and upkeep if we named the ring after their business.  We would need to provide the estimates to them to fund the work that needs to be done.  The business would prefer to remain unnamed at this time.

We may want to discuss other naming opportunities as they come up for other portions of the grounds.  We would like to add fill to the lower portion of the grounds, add stabling, and a covered ring or arena.

Secretary’s Report:  Motion made and passed at last two meetings to dispense with reading of the secretary’s report.
